Balancing intensive lamb rearing in sheep feedlots

Sheep feedlots represent a specialised and
efficient system of raising weaner lambs for meat
production in an intensive environment. Lambs
are placed into feedlot pens, where they are fed a
carefully formulated ration to optimise feedlot
performance. Average daily gain, average daily
feed intake, feed conversion ratio, and carcass
parameters should be measured.
