Information day for study group in Botshabelo

Livestock handling, animal health, and the general care and management of ewes were the
focus areas during an informative and practical information day held in Botshabelo.

The session was facilitated by NWGA Free State production advisor Eben van Wyk and Dr
Andries Strauss, a production scientist at the Free State Department of Agriculture and Rural
Development (FSDARD), in collaboration with Boipelo Mocwiri, extension officer for Botshabelo
and chairperson of the Mangaung Wool Commodity Group.

Almost 40 members of the Ipopeng Study Group in Botshabelo attended the event, gaining
valuable insight into the proper handling of livestock, animal health, and best practices for
managing late-pregnant and lactating ewes.

Communal advisors now qualified predation instructors

NWGA production advisors Willem Goosen, Khanyiso Mzayifani, Lusanda Nteta, Luvuyo
Nyamela, Asandile Rasmeni, Ndwanya Sibusiso, along with Gcinikhaya Xhantibe of Red Meat
Industry Services (RMIS), have officially qualified as instructors in the management of damage-
causing animals (DCAs).

The intensive four-day AgriSETA-accredited course was presented by predation specialist Niel
Viljoen, and hosted on the farm of PMSA chairperson Niel du Preez, in Kareedouw.

According to Viljoen, all lethal control methods should be tied to formal accreditation to ensure
ethical and effective implementation. The course content focussed on the accurate identification
of problem animals through spoor tracking, trap placement, feeding patterns, and linking these
to the most appropriate control method.

While the theoretical components covered both lethal and non-lethal management strategies,
the practical training focussed on the correct use of cage traps and leg-hold devices.

These newly certified instructors will now play a critical role in empowering communal farmers
with skills to manage predator pressure more effectively and sustainably.

New Zealand farmers battle pine forests to 'save our sheep'

New Zealand sheep farmers are fighting to
stop the loss of pasture to fast-spreading pine
plantations, which earn government subsidies
to soak up carbon emissions.

Concern over the scale of the farm-to-forest
switch led the government to impose a
moratorium in December on any new
conversions not already in the pipeline.

Australian producers plan flock reductions. Why?

The Meat & Livestock Australia (MLA) and
Australian Wool Innovation (AWI) May 2025
Sheep Producers Intentions Survey (SPIS)
revealed 41% of surveyed producers plan to
reduce their breeding ewe flocks. Additionally,
20% of that group intend a 25% reduction.  

These adjustments are due to pressures brought by persistent drought conditions in South
Australia, Victoria, and southern NSW. Reduced pasture availability and higher feed costs make
it increasingly difficult for producers to maintain larger flocks.

Die onmisbare rol van vitamien A in veeproduksie

Vitamien A is een van die belangrikste mikronutriënte in die voeding van herkouers. Hierdie
vetoplosbare vitamien, wat hoofsaaklik in die lewer gestoor word, speel ’n sentrale rol in
immuniteit, voortplanting, slymvliesintegriteit, beensintese, en sig. Aangesien beeste en skape
nie self vitamien A kan vervaardig nie, moet hulle dit deur middel van betakaroteen bekom. Dit
is ’n plantpigment wat in die dunderm omgeskakel word na aktiewe vitamien A (retinol).

As deel van sy skaapvoedingnalatenskap het wyle dr Jasper Coetzee in ’n artikel verwys na
verskeie faktore wat veeprestasie op groenweiding affekteer. Dit sluit in die weiding se
voginhoud, beskikbaarheid, hoogte, verteerbaarheid, en vele meer.

Die gevolg van al hierdie moontlike veranderlikes is dat resultate dikwels teleurstel wanneer
lammers op groenweidings afgerond word, al is die weidings hoe goed.
