
NWGA AGM / NWKV AJV

NWGA annual general meeting

The annual general meeting of the National
Wool Growers’ Association (NWGA) took
place at the Kelway Hotel in Port Elizabeth.

Keynote speaker, Annelize Crosby, head of
legal intelligence at Agbiz, discussed the
current debate around expropriation, land
reform, and the role of organised agriculture in
South Africa. Crosby emphasised that there
can be no expropriation without
compensation.

Deon Saayman, chief executive officer of Cape Wools SA, expressed that fossil fuels and
synthetics are the biggest threat to the wool industry. Saayman gave an overview of the recent
94th International Wool Textile Organisation’s congress in Lille, France, highlighting that wool is
not communicated correctly to consumers. Saayman suggested that the industry should start
collaborating with fashion brands and establish clear communication with consumers to promote
sustainability.

Billy van Zyl, chairman of the NWGA, thanked all the members and management for their
support. He urged wool farmers to join the NWGA in their quest to help keep the wool industry
sustainable.

Dawie Botha, NWGA’s production advisor in the Northern Cape, discussed the services that are
provided by the NWGA and the challenges associated with it.

Annelize Smit van Niekerk, NWGA’s advisor in Mpumalanga, shared a report on training and
development.

Willem Goosen, NWGA’s manager of wool production, marketing and training, provided
feedback on the wool demonstrations, animal health, and information days held over the past
year.

Izak Klopper, shearer training manager provided statistics on number of blade and machine
shearing courses, shearing demonstrations, and competitions, that were presented during the
past year.

Industry stakeholders SAWAMBA, the Wool Testing Bureau, Cape
Wools SA, BKB, and OVK had the opportunity to discuss their functions and responsibilities.

Since the first event in 2017, the road shows proved to be highly successful and valuable to
understand the complexity of the wool industry and the commodity they farm with.

 

Provincial assistance underway for communal farmers in
KwaZulu-Natal

The first DARD NWGA monitoring committee
meeting between the KwaZulu-Natal
Department of Agriculture and Rural
Development and the NWGA took place last
week, with discussions of collaboration in
support of wool production in the Umzimkhulu
region.

The delegation then visited the Glen Garry
Wool Grower Association (WGA) shearing
shed in Umzimkulu. Follow-up meetings will
take place to develop a practical programme
to assist wool farmers in KwaZulu-Natal.

 

MOU with University of the Free State to uplift rural farmers

The NWGA has signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the University of the Free
State to jointly develop sustainable solutions that empower emerging farmers, students, and
communities – strengthening livestock value chains in South Africa.

As part of this partnership, wool sheep
farmers will benefit from five sub-projects
focussing on ram breeding, improved animal
welfare, and the training of shearers and wool
handlers.

The NWGA is enthusiastic about this
collaboration and the opportunity it presents to
uplift rural farmers across the Free State,
Eastern Cape, and KwaZulu-Natal.

On 18 June 2025 Romania notified the World Organisation for Animal Health of an outbreak of
sheep and goat pox. This is the first time that this disease has occurred in Romania. At the
same time Greece and Turkey are also experiencing incidences of this disease.
