Ermelo-plaasarbeiders leer hoe om vee te hanteer

Die NWKV, in samewerking met BKB en Zoetis, het ’n veehanteringskursus in die Ermelo-distrik
aangebied. Sewe produsente het hul 33 plaasarbeiders saamgebring sodat hulle nuwe
vaardighede onder die bekwame hande van Annelize Smit van Niekerk van die NWKV, Henry
Leonard van Zoetis en James Veitch van BKB aan te leer.

Die fokus was op die korrekte hantering van diere, die identifisering van interne parasiete, sowel
as die voorkoming van wolbesoedeling. Daar is indringend na bestuurspraktyke soos tatoeëring
en stertjies afsit gekyk, terwyl die knip van hoewe ook prakties gedemonstreer is.

 

 

Predation training in communal areas

Farmers at the Upper Thokwana shearing
shed in Mount Fletcher benefited from a one-
day predation course presented by the
NWGA. Production advisors Lusanda Nteta,
Luvuyo Nyamela and Willem Goosen
equipped the group of approximately 35
communal farmers with practical knowledge
on identifying different predators by examining
their killing patterns.

Given that the Mount Fletcher district is
traditionally targeted by jackals during the
lambing season, the advisors also
demonstrated the correct setting of foothold
devices. This training will help communal
farmers to reduce losses and improve the
overall productivity of their flocks.

Congratulations to Guillau du Toit on his re-
appointment as producer representative to the
Wool Testing Bureau’s board of directors. He
now enters his second three-year term which
will conclude in November 2028.

Australian sheep sustainability framework’s animal welfare data
deficit

MEAT & Livestock Australia has offered a
positive portrayal of the 2025 Australian
Sheep Sustainability Framework report while
not disclosing significant data gaps in key
metrics, including animal welfare practices
and deforestation.

The framework’s 2025 report was published
online recently, a SSF Consultative Committee
Forum webinar was held, and a media release
claimed the framework “continues to evolve as
a practical tool for tracking whole of industry
performance, supporting transparency, and
informing investment and improvement across
the value chain.”

Early launch for subsidised sheep blood testing scheme

A subsidised sheep blood-testing scheme is
set to launch early this winter to help vets and
farmers in the United Kingdom to identify
causes of lamb losses. MSD Animal Health
usually launches its annual FlockCheck
diagnostic scheme in February each year, but
the 2026 edition kicked off on 1 December this
year.

The initiative, which runs throughout England, Scotland and Wales, allows farmers to have their
flocks tested for exposure toxoplasmosis and enzootic abortion. By opening early, officials say
the scheme will help identify potential flock health issues and causes of early lamb losses
before breeding.

Volhoubare haarwurmbestuur

Jare se roekelose dosering het die swakker haarwurmpopulasie uitgewis en daartoe gelei dat
wurms wat teen hierdie middels bestand is, vermeerder en oorheers het. Haarwurms broei
gewoonlik na goeie reën en warm nagte uit, en beweeg in die dou op groen gras. Wanneer
skape die gras vreet, neem hulle die wurms in. Sowat 20 dae later begin die parasiete bloed
suig, wat tot bloedarmoede kan lei en selfs vrektes kan veroorsaak.

Vertikale groei in die lamkraal: Meer as net syfers wat klop

In ’n wêreld waar hoë insetkoste en
verbruikersbehoeftes deurslaggewend is, is dit
belangriker as ooit dat rooivleisprodusente
lammers produseer waaruit nie net die
produsent nie, maar ook die volgende skakel
in die waardeketting voordeel sal trek.

Die algemene siening dat niemand winsgewend boer nie, of dat ander rolspelers in die
waardeketting groter finansiële voordeel trek, het produsente in die Hanover-distrik aangespoor
om die situasie ernstig te bedink. Hulle het met die nodige ondersteuning ’n
skaapvoerkraalprojek begin om metodes te ondersoek wat meer waarde tot bemarkbare
speenlammers toevoeg, in plaas van die norm waar slegs die hoeveelheid daarvan van belang
is.

Die projek dien terselfdertyd as ’n platform waar almal – van die produsent tot die voerkraal en
abattoir – insette kan lewer oor elkeen se aandeel in die waardeketting, wat gevolglik
verwarrende aannames vermy.
